I am contacting your office seeking information on the Maryland Grand Jury system in the state of Maryland and how the system of getting complaints and information to impanel grand juries and jurors in compliance with the U.S. Constitution and the Maryland Constitution. I am asking for this information because Virginia, Georgia, and a number of states put restrictions on who can bring before indictments before a grand jury and I do not wish to be in noncompliance with the Maryland code and court rules.

For this reason I am contacting by delivery confirmation mail the following parties for an answer to this question Maryland Atty. Gen. Douglas Gensler, chief Deputy Attorney General Katherine Winfree, Deputy Attorney General John the Howard and William G.Gruhn Chief of the AG's office  Consumer Protection Division as this is a matter that involves all departments within the Atty. Gen.'s office.

I know this is an unusual request with the circumstances are likewise extremely unusual and threaten to undermine the integrity of a judicial system and constitutional rights and liberties of our fellow citizens. Therefore every effort has to be made to ensure that those with knowledge of the applicable laws and statutes are notified in a proper legal manner that they may respond to this request.

The subject I would like to present to the grand jury is the matter of Jean Whales Michaud, a Calvert County homeowner, who has her home stolen from her and all her belongings thrown in dumpsters and disposed of by County Sheriff's and judges exceeding their legal jurisdiction and authority; to protect insider Paul Monger, a high profile realtor within the county, that all these officers had close personal relationships with. [Att.1-2] exhibit shows just how close these relationships were.

I further believe the grand jury must be given an opportunity to find out and determine for themselves whether the constitutional rights of the citizens violated by officers of the court who as video evidence posted at secret justice.com programs 318 and 325 will show you, that at some point in time from the time Jean was arrested and driven off the property illegally County Sheriff's conspired to add five criminal complaints alleging second-degree assault on an officer, over the charges outlined by the officer on site is un-edited statement is captured on videotape program 325. I will now defer to the video evidence accumulated as secret justice.com programs 283 through 325 and ask that your office initiate a grand jury inquiry into the eviction of this citizen.

Historically, grand juries have performed two functions. They decided whether someone should be charged--"indicted"--for committing a crime. They also investigated criminal activity and the conduct of public affairs.MARYLAND: CODE, COURTS & JUDICIAL PROCEDURE '8-208
State grand juries still have this ability. The most common civil matter they investigate is the operation and condition of local jails and other confinement facilities. Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, California, Georgia, Idaho, Iowa, Illinois, Louisiana, Maryland, Minnesota, Missouri, Mississippi, Nebraska, North Carolina, Nevada, New Mexico, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, South Dakota, Tennessee and Wyoming either require that grand juries investigate these institutions or permit them to do so.

Fraud On The Court By An Officer Of The Court"
And "Disqualification Of Judges, State and Federal" 

1. Who is an "officer of the court"?  2. What is "fraud on the court"?  3. What effect does an act of "fraud upon the court" have upon the court proceeding?  4. What causes the "Disqualification of Judges?" 


1. Who is an "officer of the court"? 
        A judge is an officer of the court, as well as are all attorneys. A state judge is a state judicial officer, paid by the State to act impartially and lawfully. A federal judge is a federal judicial officer, paid by the federal government to act impartially and lawfully. State and federal attorneys fall into the same general category and must meet the same requirements. A judge is not the court. People v. Zajic, 88 Ill.App.3d 477, 410 N.E.2d 626 (1980). 
2. What is "fraud on the court"? 
        Whenever any officer of the court commits fraud during a proceeding in the court, he/she is engaged in "fraud upon the court". In Bulloch v. United States, 763 F.2d 1115, 1121 (10th Cir. 1985), the court stated "Fraud upon the court is fraud which is directed to the judicial machinery itself and is not fraud between the parties or fraudulent documents, false statements or perjury. ... It is where the court or a member is corrupted or influenced or influence is attempted or where the judge has not performed his judicial function --- thus where the impartial functions of the court have been directly corrupted."

"Fraud upon the court" has been defined by the 7th Circuit Court of Appeals to "embrace that species of fraud which does, or attempts to, defile the court itself, or is a fraud perpetrated by officers of the court so that the judicial machinery can not perform in the usual manner its impartial task of adjudging cases that are presented for adjudication." Kenner v. C.I.R., 387 F.3d 689 (1968); 7 Moore's Federal Practice, 2d ed., p. 512, ¶ 60.23. The 7th Circuit further stated "a decision produced by fraud upon the court is not in essence a decision at all, and never becomes final." 
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
